Rockridge Acade-
my is a partnership 
of ISD 709 work-
ing with The Hills. 
The Duluth School 
District owns the 
building and 17 
acre site at 4849 
Ivanhoe St. and 
provides the  
educational pro-
gramming for 
about 100 students 
in 6th through 12th 
grade. Rockridge 
Academy reopened 
at this site as a school on January 3, 
2018. Rockridge was built as a 

Duluth Public School in 1965 serving 
kindergarten through 1st grade students 

until it closed in 2011. The 
Hills works closely with school 
district staff to provide  
additional mental health and 
behavioral services for the 
youth. The students are either 
part of a day treatment program 
or residential program.  
Residential students are  
transported over from  
Woodland Hills in the  
Woodland neighborhood. The 
classes have up to 15 students 
per class, significantly higher 
teacher ratio than the rest of the 
school district. Students have
