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This October 
12th marks the 
100th anniversary 
of the great 
Minnesota Forest 
Fires of 1918. 
The fires 
devastated a huge 
1,500 square mile 
area scattered 
over 8,400 square 
miles of 
northeastern 
Minnesota with a 
fiery inferno that 
wiped out many 
towns and villages including the 
cities of Cloquet and Moose 
Lake. Although the fires 

threatened the city of Duluth, the 
main areas of Duluth were spared 
through valiant fire fighting efforts of 

the National Guard, 
the Home Guard, 
the Duluth Fire 
Department, and 
thousands of civilian 
volunteers who were 
aided when the 
strong winds 
subsided during the 
evening. 
Surrounding areas 
and suburbs of 
Duluth were not so 
fortunate with 
Woodland, Hunterõs 

Park, Lakewood, 
Lakeside, and Lester Park 
sustaining much damage.
